
  

My 1952 Lincoln Capri Hardtop   by 
Charlie Hanson 
 
 The Lincoln cars of the 50’s from 1952 
to 1956 have always been among my 
favorite cars. I once owned a 1952 Lin-
coln Cosmopolitan coupe, 1960 to 
1965, but as was the case, I traded it for 
something newer. In 1990 I decided to 
look for a car similar to the one I once 
owned and found out about one avail-
able from a man in Spokane, Washing-
ton.  
 
The car was stored in South Dakota and 
he was not willing to let me see it be-
fore buying it, so I bought it sight un-
seen, hoping he had described it fairly.  
I was quite apprehensive as I traveled 

out to pick up the car.  The shed door 
was opened and one glance told me I 
had a great car to work with. I took the 
heads off the engine and had the valves 
serviced right away and then had a 
great running car, but then stored it for 
over ten years before finishing the rest 
of the car.  It was finished in Saxon 
gray but is now Cinibar red with a black 
roof.  I did the restoration work myself 
with the exception of rechroming and 
some work on the front seats. It needed 
some dents taken out, repainting, some 
stainless pieces, but very little else. 
 
Lincoln used GM dual range Hydra 
Matic transmissions in their cars at the 
time, a very wise choice as there was

nothing better on the market. My car had red 
leather and black pebble-weave cloth seats, a very 
common color used with a number of different 
exterior paint colors. The completed interior is of 
original red leather and cloth repaired in a few 
places with materials just as old as the car. 
 
I don’t have to be told that this is a very rare Lin-
coln as I’ve never seen one at Back to the 50’s or 
anywhere else. We have the only one listed of this 
Capri model in the LCOC directory. 
 
Reasons are speculated as to why there are so few 
survivors of this year The fact they offered power 
steering and brakes a year later caused them to be 
traded and those cars ended up in hands of 
younger drivers who hot rodded them to junk lev-
els. Our ’52 Lincoln was one of the last to come 
off the assembly line before the ‘53 cars were be-
ing built.

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AFTER 3500 GRUELING MILES OF 
TESTING, HERE ARE THE LITLE 
KNOWN FACTS OF THE ALL NEW 
LINCOLN   By Walt Woron 
 
THE LINCOLN'S got a lot of wallop, but 
who wants to travel at l00 mph? Ninety 
nine percent of the drivers just don't travel 
at top speeds. And when you get down to 
it, that's what horsepower means!"  This 
was the answer to a question we tossed at 
E. S. MacPherson, Vice-Pres., Engineering, 
Ford Motor Company, asking him where 
the so-called "horsepower race" was going 
to end. He continued, "It's not a sound 
thing. Passenger tires, particularly, are one 
weakness-they're not built for speeds of 
zoo mph; highways are another weakness-
they're just not designed for high speed 
cruising. You'll find that out on your trip to 
the West Coast."  And we did.  Although 
we were able to maintain a total driving 
average of 54.1 mph over a distance of 
2486 miles, we had to fight things such as 
narrow twisting roads, gravel detours, 
brick-surfaced high-ways and pock-marked 
roads. 
 
Handles Better Than Ever 
 
Without a doubt, the most outstanding 
characteristic of the Lincoln is its handling 
ability.  It doesn't heel excessively on 
sharp, high-speed turns, and it doesn't feel 
like you're guiding a couple of sponges 
around a turn.  At one spot we went off the 
asphalt at a speed of 55 mph, sliding 
side-ways, but it was an easy matter to cor-
rect the car's direction. When you slam into 
a corner hard, you tromp the throttle and it 
pulls around with no strain. Around sweep-
ing turns at 80 mph neither rear wheel 
breaks loose, although that is the tendency 
of most cars.  For example, on a left turn, 
the left rear wheel of the majority of cars 
tries to lift off the ground (reason, it's the 
lightest at the time)- not so with the Lin-
coln.

Steering effort has been greatly reduced, 
and the suspension action has been im-
proved, both due to the new ball-joint 
front end design. Instead of using stan-
dard kingpins, this design utilizes a ball 
joint at the wheel location of both the 
top and bottom A-arms. 
 
Advantages of the ball joint suspension 
are: easier servicing, more durability, 
and a reduction in unsprung weight 
(which results in less steering effort). 
Lincoln, course, is not the first manufac-
turer introduce the ball-joint suspension, 
n is the United States the first country 
use it; however, Lincoln is the first 
United States manufacturer to place this 
system into production. 
 
On the debit side of the handling ledger: 
Asphalt strips that run parallel to the 
road direction cause the car to swerve 
from one side to another, although this a 
common fault of large tires; tire squeal 
at low speeds (which you can blame the 
low pressure tires, 8.00 x 15) ; and the 
excessive amount of steering effort 
when parking (also due to the large 
tires). 
 
You Ride Like a Baby 
 
From the Indiana-Illinois border for a 
distance of 25 miles we went over a 
road surface of brick and a brick under-
base covered with asphalt that had large 
chunks of asphalt torn out. This really 
gave the car a thorough shakedown; 
bolts that were going to be loosened and 
rattles that were going to develop would 
have done so here; but the only discom-
fort I felt was my concern for the tires. 
The ride qualities and steering were neg-
ligibly affected. During our 3500-mile 
road test we noticed steering vibration 
only when driving over asphalt strips in 
concrete roads.

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course, you'll use more gas. If it's any 
consolation, an automatic gear shift 
will make its change around an indi-
cated 85 mph. The Dual-Range H-M, 
as with all H-M transmissions tested, 
has a surge when it changes gears, 
along with the annoying "clunk" when 
you drop the selector into reverse. The 
manufacturers are aware of this situa-
tion, so it should be corrected in the 
not too distant future. 
 
Brake Pedals Are Pendulum Type 
 
When you step on the brakes you don't 
actually feel any difference because of 
the new pedal arrangement-that is, 
with the pedals hanging down from 
above instead of coming through the 
toe board. The brake pedal is wide 
enough to use a left -foot-brake-and-
right-foot-throttle operation if you 
want. The way the brake and throttle 
are located there shouldn't be much 
likelihood of catching the sole of your 
shoe under the brake pedal as you lift 
your foot off the throttle. The brake 
pedals take more pressure than those 
of many other cars, but MOTOR 
TREND Research looks on this as an 
advantage in that you are not as apt to 
send the passenger through the wind-
shield by their sudden application. At 
no time during the 3500-mile test was 
there any tendency of the brakes to 
fade. Stopping distances are about 
what would be expected of a 4630-lb. 
car and are about equal to those ob-
tained with the '51 Lincoln, except that 
at the 45 mph speed of the '52 Lin-
coln, 14.5 more feet of stopping dis-
tance were required. This could be due 
to either the additional weight (225 
lbs.) or adjustment. 
 
Acceleration Is About Average 
 
 Acceleration qualities of the Lincoln

At speeds of 70 to 80 mph over ocean 
-wave roads (absolute safe maximum 
for this type) the Lincoln doesn't bot-
tom, although the suspension is on the 
soft side and could tend to make per-
sons who are susceptible to car-
sickness a bit woozy. The back seat is 
very comfortable on winding roads at 
high cruising speeds. Unlike some of 
the large cars. you don't get whipped 
from side to side. 
 
Dual-Range H-M Saves the Engine  
 
Since both of the lower-priced cars in 
the Ford family have their own auto-
matic transmissions, MT Research 
wondered if Lincoln would be coming 
out with one of their own design this 
year. This is a question we asked of 
Mr. MacPherson. He replied that they 
would have, except for the lack of ma-
chine tools. "In the mean while," he 
continued, "we think the HydraMatic is 
a good transmission, even if it is built 
by someone else. In my opinion, the 
Dual-Range HydraMatic is good for 
good drivers; many motorists won't 
take advantage of it."  What he was 
referring to in regard to "advantage of 
it" was the manual selection of gear 
ratios (third and fourth) while driving 
in mountains and in traffic.  The proper 
use of this transmission will put money 
in your pocket, since you can save the 
brakes and can prevent lugging of the 
engine.  Many persons in H-M 
equipped cars drive around town using 
fourth gear most of the time (because 
of the inherent design.)  Driving prop-
erly, you'll use third gear around town-
giving you just as much performance 
flexibility, but with the addition of en-
gine braking and when you get into the 
country, you'll shift to fourth. just as 
you do with an overdrive equipped car. 
If you forget to shift to fourth, of

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fall in the average range, which is      
undoubtedly due to the fact that it has a 
weight loading of 48.7 lbs. per road 
horsepower and 28.9 lbs. per brake 
horsepower. In elapsed times over the 
standing start quarter mile and also 
through speeds of 0 to 30 and 0 to 60 
mph, the '52 Lincoln with Dual-Range 
H-M does not stack up to the '51 Lin-
coln tested (July '51 MT) which was 
equipped with a 3.9 rear axle and stan-
dard shift. The higher rear axle of the 
'51 and the spread in power/weight 
ratios are undoubtedly the causes of 
the difference in acceleration qualities. 
As heavy as the car is, however, it 
feels like it has more than adequate 
pickup. 
 
Good Driving Will Get Good Fuel 
Economy 
 
Fuel consumption of the '52 Lincoln 
test car was much higher at lower 
speeds than that of the '51 Lincoln. 
This can be explained by a couple of 
factors: first, the higher rear axle ratio 
of the overdrive equipped '51 (2.71:1 
vs. 3.15:1); and second, the '52 test car 
used an automatic transmission (never 
as efficient in giving fuel economy). At 
speeds of 60 mph and in traffic, the 
two cars are fairly equal in economy.  
Actually, the amount of mileage you 
get while driving in traffic or on the 
road depends on the way you drive the 
car. If you storm out at every signal, 
racing from signal to signal, you're 
naturally not going to get as good mile-
age as you would by easing away from 
a stop, shifting into high gear as soon 
as possible, anticipating signals and 
using brakes as sparingly as possible. 
This has been very graphically demon-
strated by the Mobilgas Economy Runs 
of the past. As a further demonstration 
of this we tried a fuel consumption test

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over the same roads, driving in the 
two above manners. The first time we 
averaged 9.3 mpg and the second time 
we got 16.2 mpg. This proves that if 
you want economy or at least better 
economy than you are getting, you can 
get it by careful driving. 
   
Breaks 100 mph One Way 
 
The fact that the Lincoln was able to 
break 100 mph in one direction, and 
averaged 98.31 in two-way runs, is an 
indication that the car has enough 
horsepower for most people and for 
most situations. At its top speed and at 
high cruising speeds the Lincoln feels 
very safe. 
 
Engine Compartment 
 
MOTOR TREND Research feels that 
Lincoln has taken a step in the right 
direction more efficiency from a 
smaller engine. Instead of boosting the 
hp excessively (which they could have 
done) from the comparatively large 
(336 cu. in.) L-head engine, they de-
signed a more efficient, smaller (by 
18.5 cu. in.), overhead valve V-8, 
which still resulted in five more brake 
horse power. Not only has the cubic-
inch displacement of the engine been 
reduced, but the block has been made 
shorter and weighs 80 to 100 lbs. less. 
In addition, the piston speed has been 
reduced by 20 per cent (at the same 
car speed) over the '51 engine de-sign, 
which mean's a longer engine life, 
since the pistons won't be moving up 
and down in the cylinder as many 
times, while the car travels the same 
distance. "Why didn't they use the 
same type of combustion chamber that 
Chrysler is using that is, hemispherical 
instead of wedge type?" we asked Mr. 
MacPherson. His reply was, "Our de-

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sign is simpler and what we believe to be a better com-
promise. There might be an advantage to the hemi-
spherical combustion chamber, but we think it's slight." 
Power wise it would appear that the Lincoln is ade-
quate. But in this day of hot competition there is some 
wonder as to what a manufacturer will have to do to 
keep pace in the so called "horsepower race." Undoubt-
edly, the Lincoln sales people have considered the ef-
fect of higher powered, competitive cars on the sales of 
their own products. And it's a certainty that dealers 
have voiced their concern over this. It will, therefore, 
come as no surprise to MT Research to see Lincoln up 
the hp of their present engine in the not too distant fu-
ture. A typical comment by service station operators 
heard while driving cross country was, "They're sure 
making these engines handy for us." To some extent 
this is true, since the oil dip stick is easily reached, the 
H-M transmission's oil level. and the master brake cyl-
inder can be checked from the engine compartment. 
Unfortunately, there are other points about the engine 
that make it difficult to service. As an example, the 
generator is located below the block on the right side 
and the fuel pump is located blow the block on the left 
side. To get at this you have to come up from under-
neath. We were told that the generator location was 
determined by the position of the engine mounts and 
that the generator runs cooler in this position. The fuel 
pump was located where it is because it runs 20° F 
cooler and lifts the fuel about 12 inches less in this lo-
cation. 
Because the engine sump is so low, the lubrication 
hoist cross member that fits under the front A-arms 
could not be used when we serviced the car. Instead we 
had to place six by six blocks on top of the hoist rails to 
allow the sump to clear. 
 
 Interior  Good, Not Plush 
 
The interior of the Lincoln Capri is good without being 
particularly plush. The upholstery fabric in the test car 
appeared to be durable and all appointments were well 
finished. Headroom is good but leg room could be 
somewhat improved by allowing more adjustment in 
the front seat track.  Vision is good in all directions, 
except that the rear view mirror blocks vision to the 
right front, keeping you from seeing what's coming out 
of a side street. This could be corrected by a mirror that 
is adjustable up and down.  All controls are within easy 
reach of the driver, but the ash tray could be a little

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closer.  The hydraulic window lifts (optional on the 
Capri) are a good feature, but manual window cranks 
are not as apt to become defective.  Some glare points, 
all of which are minor; the shiny steering wheel, the 
horn ring, the steering column knob and (from out-
side) the chrome leaders on the fenders. 
 
 What It Will Cost to Run 
 
Taking what we have said about the Lincoln and boil-
ing it down in a few words we can say that it handles 
very well, has good acceleration, has an exceptional 
ride, gets fair fuel economy, and style wise is one of 
the best. When you try an overall evaluation of any 
car, however, you're handicapped by the fact that so 
much depends on the wants and tastes of the individ-
ual. After all the car's features are thoroughly analyzed 
and after all the performance figures are studied an 
important factor still remains, "How much will it cost 
to keep it running?" This is where our Operation Cost 
Per Mile comes in handy. This is a figure based on 
certain assumed values: that the average car will be 
driven 10,000 miles a year (the normal average), that 
the gasoline it uses (regular or premium as required) 
will cost 25¢ or 27¢; that the insurance carried will be 
at least minimum coverage’s (Comprehensive, $50 
Deductible Collision, $10-20,000 Public Liability, 
$5,000 Property Damage), that the depreciation will 
be equal to what it was for the last available period 
(1950-51) as quoted in the Kelley Blue Book, and that 
during the first year of operation the car will need 
tires, brakes, a major tune-up and will have been in-
volved in a couple of minor accidents. 
 
After these assumptions have been made and the costs 
have been totaled we came up with a figure that indi-
cated what it will cost to run a mile. In the case of the 
Lincoln, we arrived at a fairly high figure of 10.9 ¢, 
largely due to the high depreciation. This has been a 
shortcoming of the Lincoln for many years, although 
it is not a surety that the 1952 Lincoln will depreciate 
as rapidly as its predecessors. Then too, the person 
who can afford a car in this price bracket ($3729.28 to 
$4146.38 F.O.B. Detroit) is generally not too con-
cerned with trade-in values. If he gets a good car (as in 
the case of the 1952 Lincoln) that satisfies him.

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From the Associated Press…  It was announced by 
Wilbur Wright, General Manager, Shafer Interna-
tional Airport (SIA), that Bob Johnson, long time 
Shafer resident, was hired by the SIA to fill the new 
position of Development and Promotion Director.
