Our Lincoln was born on October 16,
1946 and shipped to Houston, Texas, on
October 23, 1946. Seemsvery latein
the year for a 1946 by today’ s stan-
dards.

My cousin, Dr. James J. Winn bought
this car from asalvage yard in Water-
loo, lowain 1963 or 1964 and restored
it. It was shown once and scored in the
mid 90’ s for points.

When he bought the Lincoln it was
missing the engine, a front fender,
bumpers, seats and dash instruments.

On avisit to Waterloo in 1977, my wife
Mary told me and Dr. Winn that of all
the 200 or 300 cars | have owned that
she wanted that car if it was for sale.

A few months later, | was notified the
car was for saleto my wife and myself
with the understanding that he was dis-
appointed by the overheating problems
and hard starting after spending $4,000
in 1967 money on the V-twelve.

| worked on it for awhile and then
stored it in my garage for eleven years,
putting only 595 miles on it during that
time. It would boil the water out at the
first stop light.

Lincoln rolled out the 2006 Mark LT
pickup. ThisF-150 based luxury
truck will list at $39,995 when it goes
on salein February.

Lincoln goes back to 1936 for the
name of its 2006 Zephyr, an entry
luxury sedan that goes on sale this
fall. The Zephyr rides on avariation
of the Mazda 6 chassis and is pow-
ered by a 210 HP version of the fam-
ily 3.0 liter Duratech V6 mated to a
Six speed automatic transmission.

Clean-lined, without gingerbread or superfluous
brightwork, it is a superb achievement in func-
tional design. Come accept Lincoln®invitation to
depart from the past.@T'hat could be an advertis-
ing slogan for the Lincoln LS, but it actually ap-
plied to the &3 Lincoln Capri. Y es, FoMoCo used
the Capri moniker decades before hanging it on a
European Mustang.

One especially modern-looking detail isthetail-
light lenses, which have a semi-clear, unfluted red
outer cover over amore typical bullet-shaped red
lens. The effect is similar to that used on many
carstoday. Fog lights are integrated into the
bumper, also according to today® practice.

The Lincoln featured aload of power-assisted
equipment as standard fare, such as power steer-
ing, power brakes and four-way electric power
seat, an industry first. A Hydra-Matic slushbox
sourced from GM was standard equipment for the
first timein 1953, starting a manual transmission
drought in the Land of Lincoln that only ended
with that more recent "invitation to depart from
the past,@he LS.

The Capri is probably best remembered for its
dominance of the Carrera Panamericanaroad race
in Mexico, where it swept the top four spotsin
1952 and &3. The 317-cid engines were hot-
rodded with high-performance cams, porting and
polishing and modified carburetors. The race cars
could reach 130 mph, atop speed out of reach of
the stock 205-horsepower model. But the 3©
205 horsepower was a useful 28 percent rise over
the previous year®@output. The increase was the
result of bumping the compression ratio up to
8.0:1 from 7.5:1, using larger intake valves and
ports and a higher-lift cam. A new four-barrel
carb configured with two primary venturis and
two secondaries was a big innovation for the &3.
The Capri appeared in 1952 as Lincoln®@high-line
model, with the Cosmopolitan manning the entry-

level spot. The &3 isvisualy identical, save for a
change from script to block lettering on the hood,

but the car enjoyed a horsepower upgrade that makes
it nicer to drive on today® highways.

John Sweet found his rare &3 Capri convertiblein
1996. He droveit for a year and then had it refur-
bished by New Y ork Lincoln specialist Ed Poole.
The convertible cost $4,031 in 1953, but Sweet®im-
maculately restored car could be worth as much as
$75,000 today, according to Poole. "I think there are
only about 14 of them in the world,@he said. What
happened to the rest of the 2372 beautiful converti-
bles built that year? *" The second owners turned
them into hot rods,@ne complained. ~"They were
people that used them pretty hard. @Hmmm, ne@r-
do-wells, eh? | was one of those guys,@dmitted
Poole. "I beat it al up like a young fool . ®

Sweet caught the Lincoln bug as a young man, too.
He got aridein a 1947 Continental coupe, and |
never forgot it,@aid Sweet. A few years later, his
neighbor bought a &3 convertible, which obviously
also made an impression. In 1976, Sweet got his
own Lincoln, a@6 V12.

But asnice acar asthat is, it isn®one that he can
drive regularly. Hence, the 83, which Sweet and his
wife droveto a Lincoln club show (where the car
won) in Cape Cod from their home in Virginiawith-
out any trouble. "It isagreat car on the road,@aid
Sweet. Y ou can keep up with traffic today. That is
what really sold me on it,@he added. In comparison,
his older Lincoln is much less driver-friendly.

“Thereis no comparison to my @6,@bweet said.
The car®leather interior, red in this case, was stan-
dard equipment on all &3 convertibles. The enor-
mous steering wheel dominates the driver®view and
is decorated with alarge chrome horn ring that
would look at home in Flash Gordon®rocketship.
Okay, so maybe not everything about this car fore-
cast modern tastes. But the AM radio reflected the
growing interest in entertainment on the road, even
if itisafar cry from today® GPS

navigation screens and back-seat televisions.
